On Friday, 1st of January 2010 with sadness and sorrow we said farewell to  one of the great 
symbols of devotion and a true son of Assyria, and a participants of the first conference of the 
Assyrian Universal Alliance (AUA), the late Shimshon Mirza.  
 
Mr. Mirza was born in Iran on 14 April 1911. He joined the Assyrian Association of Iran in 
1959 and became a member of the Assyrian Literature Foundation in Iran in 1961. He worked 
in Kuwait and had the honour to take part in the first international conference in which AUA 
was founded in Pau, France in 1968. 
 
Since his arrival to Australia in 1992 he associated himself with  activists of the AUA, attended 
almost all AUA meetings and was a devoted member of many other organisations including 
the Assyrian Charity and Educational Community. 
 
Mr. Mirza was honoured during the AUA 26th world congress as an active and dedicated 
Assyrian nationalist and fighter for the Assyrian national cause. 
  
The AUA Australia Chapter was honoured to have Mr. Mirza joining them at all Assyrian New 
Year festivals, the AUA 40th Anniversary on 12 April 2008, and the AUA 26th world congress 
in May 2009. 
 
Sadly, Shimshon passed away peacefully on 1 January 2010, leaving behind his beloved family 
and friends.
